11/06/2025 and later, on the basis of the inspection
of the school and the correspondence made with the school, I, the Education Officer (Primary),
Pune Zilla Parishad, Pune giving the temporary recognition to the Kalyani School, Survey No.
12, Manjri Budruk, Hadapsar run by Akutai Kalyani Charitable Trust, UDISE No.
27250509223 (Self-financed English medium CBSE) for 1st to 8% standards for the period
of 3 years from 15t April 2025 to 315t March 2028.

The above recognition is subject to the fulfillment of following conditions:- 2 B MA R 20?5

1. Recognition period will not be extended and there would be no binding to give the
recognition or the affiliation after the 8% standard.

. The school will follow all the provisions under the Right of children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (Annexure - one) and Maharashtra Right of children to
Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2011 (Annexure - two).

. The school will give 25% of the admissions of the total students present in first standard
to the children of the weaker section and underprivileged and it will give free and
compulsory education to those children till the end of their primary education.
